MT. MEIGS ROAD STREETSCAPE PROJECT

The Mt. Meigs Project has long been on Terry Robinson’s
radar as he has been watching and tracking the progress
of this grant for - well, long enough that many of us almost
forgot about it! The city called a “Public Involvement Meet-
ing” on Thursday, April 30. Many of our Capitol Heights
neighbors received notice via an email | forwarded. Prop-
erty owners along Mt. Meigs received letters from the city
announcing this opportunity for review and comment.

| was very pleased to see the schematics on display for
our review and comment! Once completed, this will be a
huge improvement for our neighborhood! CHCA has long
considered Mt. Meigs Road as much a gateway to our
newly developed downtown as is Madison Avenue. Trav-
elers on Mt. Meigs Road consider it as representative of
Capitol Heights — yikes! Its appearance needs to be im-
proved to reflect better on the businesses located there
and to encourage new businesses to locate there. Its im-
proved appearance would also reflect positively on Capitol
Heights.

This project was included in the Capitol Heights Neighbor-
hood Planning document which was created with coopera-
tion from the city's Planning Department. “The proposed
project calls for resurfacing, new curb and gutter
<sidewalks and green spaces>, drainage, and striping of
the existing roadway in specific areas throughout the entire
project corridor. The project will not require additional
rights-of-way... The purpose of the proposed project is to
improve the aesthetic appearance of the corridor....At this
point the City is in the concept stage of development and
providing conceptual alternatives to the public. Itis con-
templated that because of cost constraints, the project
may be done in two or more phases.”
