Oral History Presentation

On March 6, Joey Brackner and Anne Kimzey
made an informal presentation on taking oral histo-
ries.

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Connected And In Motion

Beside Judy Hayden’s front porch Amaryllis flame red
and giant Iris shine white. Inside her home, her paintings con-
tinue the natural drama. Slender trees reach to a multi hued sky
that swirls and dances. Hay rolls look like they were just that
moment left on the field; the motion that remains in them pulls
the eye to the background that again swirls in those mystic discs
and flies across the canvas.

Judy’s paintings creatively mirror her philosophy that all
life is interconnected and in perpetual motion. She finds inspira-
tion in wooded, natural areas where boughs brush the skin and
the wind in the trees whisper of more mystical movement. One
painting that is not a landscape is the Wetumpka Bridge. After
finishing several scenes in Wetumpka’s Gold Star Park, Judy
painted a portrait of the famous bridge in her distinctive style that
gives the structure crossing the Tallapoosa River an artful and
spiritual interpretation. She says the ideas for her paintings and
her style “just come.” But it is not all that easy.

Judy had to retire early due to a rare form of arthritis
that limits her movement and energy. She began artistic endeav-
ors during a difficult period of transition after leaving over 30
years of work in advertising. When she is painting, the creation
process dampers her discomfort from the arthritis. As she puts it,
painting is “What | am supposed to do.”

Judy’s paintings have been in several shows. She signs
her work, “J. Ivy,” because she wants her paintings to be special
and separate from everyday reality represented by a given name.

Judges agreed that J. Ivy’s work is special and awarded her paint-
ing of Gold Star Park the Nell Hardeman Award 1||dy says that

she paints for the joy of it, and that what is important to her is
that her paintings are “an expression of the beauty of the world
we live in.”

As | looked at Judy’s paintings—at the forest and skies
that swirled and swayed, | was reminded of ancient Celtic art—
the ancient spiral. And I recalled reading that the ancient Celtic
people revered the sanctity of the natural world, the strength of
womanhood, and the inner vision of the artist. As | walked back
out on the porch, Judy shared some of the flaming Amaryllis with
me. It is easy to feel a connection to both Judy and her art. It is
good to live in a neighborhood with such talented, insightful peo-
ple. As | held the flaming, fleshy blooms, | mused about connec-
tion, motion, and an ancient spiral—and the artistry that can paint
land and bridges that span the ages. Karren Pell
